INTERVALS!

An interval measures the distance between two notes. To know the exact size of an
interval you must count the number of notes from the first to the last. Seconds always
move from a line note to a space note, or a space note to a line note.
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In the following activity you will write seconds up and down from the printed note in the
treble and bass clef. Then label the two notes with their correct alphabet letter.
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
